Seyla Benhabib is the Eugene Meyer Professor of Political Science and 
Philosophy at Yale University and Director of its Program in Ethics, 
Politics and Economics. She is the author of Critique, Norm and Utopia: A 
Study of the Normative Foundations of Critical Theory (1986); Situating the 
Self: Gender, Community and Postmodernism in Contemporary Ethics (1992, 
winner of the National Educational Association’s best book of the year 
award); together with Judith Butler, Drucilla Cornell and Nancy Fraser, 
Feminism as Critique (1994); The Reluctant Modernism of Hannah Arendt 
(1996, reissued in 2002); The Claims of Culture: Equality and Diversity in 
the Global Era (2002); The Rights of Others: Aliens, Citizens and Residents 
(2004, which won the Ralph Bunche award of the American Political 
Science Association in 2005 and the North American Society for Social 
Philosophy award in 2004); and most recently, Another Cosmopolitan-
ism: Hospitality, Sovereignty and Democratic Iterations, with responses by 
Jeremy Waldron, Bonnie Honig and Will Kymlicka (2006).

Dr. Benhabib has been a member of the American Academy of Arts 
and Sciences since 1996 and has held the Gauss Lectures (Princeton, 
1998); the Spinoza Chair for Distinguished Visitors (Amsterdam, 2001); 
the John Seeley Memorial Lectures (Cambridge, 2002); the Tanner Lec-
tures (Berkeley, 2004); and she was the Catedra Ferrater Mora Dis-
tinguished Professor in Girona, Spain (Summer 2005). Furthermore, 
she received an honorary degree from the Humanistic University in 
Utrecht in 2004.

Professor Benhabib was the President of the Eastern Division of the 
American Philosophical Association in 2006–07, and now serves on its 
Executive Committee.

The Rev. Dr. Lucy Forster-Smith has served Macalester College as its 
Chaplain since 1994. She received her Bachelor of Arts degree from 
Sioux Falls College, South Dakota, in 1975, with an interdisciplinary 
major in music and philosophy. In 1979, she graduated from Princ-
eton Theological Seminary with a Master of Divinity degree and was 
ordained as a Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) minister in 1980. In 2001, 
she completed her Doctor of Ministry degree at Princeton Theological 
Seminary with a dissertation entitled, “A Grammar of Transforma-
tion: Language Used by Non-Religiously Affiliated College Students in 
Describing Life Changing Experiences.”
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Prior to joining Macalester, Rev. Forster-Smith served on campuses 
in Washington state, Wisconsin, and Ohio. She is the author of numer-
ous articles in journals, including Theology Today, The Presbyterian Out-
look, and Church and Society, as well as religious educational resources 
published by Westminster/John Knox Press. In addition to her respon-
sibilities as Chaplain, Rev. Forster-Smith serves as Co-Director of 
Macalester’s Lilly Project for Vocation and Ethical Leadership, which is 
a program of the Institute for Global Citizenship.

David Theo Goldberg directs the system-wide University of Califor-
nia Humanities Research Institute (www.uchri.org). He is also Profes-
sor of Comparative Literature and Criminology, Law and Society, as 
well as a Fellow at the Critical Theory Institute, University of Califor-
nia, Irvine. He has authored several books, including The Racial State 
(2002) and Racist Culture: Philosophy and the Politics of Meaning (1993). 
He has also edited or co-edited many books, including Anatomy of Rac-
ism (1990), Multiculturalism: A Critical Reader (1995), Between Law and 
Culture (2001), Relocating Postcolonialism (2002), and The Companion to 
Gender Studies (2004).

Dr. Goldberg is the co-founder and co-leader of the Humanities, 
Arts, Science and Technology Advanced Collaboratory (HASTAC, at 
www.hastac.org), which is a global consortium of eighty institutions 
committed to the development, application, and analysis of digital 
technologies in, for, and by scholars in the humanities, arts, and social 
sciences, in collaboration with technologists, engineers, and computa-
tional scientists.

Andrew Latham is an Associate Professor of Political Science and 
Associate Dean of the Institute for Global Citizenship at Macalester 
College. He came to Macalester after completing a post-doc at the York 
Centre for International and Security Studies, where he also served as 
Assistant Director. He earned an M.A. from Queen’s University and a 
Ph.D. from York University, both in Toronto, Canada. He has received 
a number of fellowships, awards, and grants, including two Military 
and Strategic Studies Doctoral Fellowships from the Canadian Depart-
ment of National Defence, and an award for teaching excellence at 
the University of Manitoba.

Jane Rhodes is Dean for the Study of Race and Ethnicity and Professor
and Chair of American Studies at Macalester College. She earned a 
Ph.D. from the University of North Carolina–Chapel Hill. Rhodes spe-
cializes in the study of race and mass media, the black press, media 
and social movements, and cultural studies. Prior to joining the Macal-
ester faculty, Rhodes was an Ethnic Studies professor at the University 
of California, San Diego. Rhodes’ award-winning first book, published 
in 1998, is Mary Ann Shadd Cary: The Black Press and Protest in the Nine-
teenth Century.

He was 
elected to the board of trustees of The Dickens Society in 2000.

A native of New York City, Rosenberg received his B.A. degree from 
Cornell University and his M.A. and Ph.D. in English from Columbia 
University.

Ahmed I. Samatar, with an undergraduate degree from the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin (La Crosse) and a doctorate from the University of 
Denver, is the James Wallace Professor of International Studies and 
the Dean of the Institute for Global Citizenship at Macalester College. 
Professor Samatar, whose expertise is in the areas of global political 
economy, political and social theory, and African development, is the 
author/editor of five books and more than thirty articles, including 
The State in Africa: Reconsiderations. He is the founding editor-in-chief 
of Bildhaan, the first international journal of Somali Studies, as well as 
editor of twenty volumes of Macalester International, a publication of 
undergraduate education and internationalism. A Fulbright Fellow, he 
has been awarded grants by the Ford Foundation, the Mellon Founda-
tion, the United States Institute for Peace, the Heinrich Böll Foundation, 
and the St. Paul Foundation.
