The first phase of the comprehensive renovation and expansion of the Janet WallacesFdesiert
included the Music building, a fully renovated Concert Hall, added and improved rehearsal amdgrexéor
space, and a new Arts Commons in the central core of the building, housing art history clagscbamart
gallery.

The studio art's renovation and expansion cost $20.5 million. The college raised $7.5 million through
fundraising and used college funds and debt for the remaining $13 million.
