Turkey and Ukraine to participate in the Humanity in Action

Amsterdam, Berlin, Copenhagen, Paris and Warsaw from May '

groups. The objective is to promote a dialogue about understanding and responding to the challenges that
democratic countries face as they become more diverse societies. The progralss iatended to instill a
responsibility among Humanity in Action Fellows to recognize the need to be engaged citigpossible
decision makers and to protect minorities and promote human rights in their own commuodiaesumd the
world.

Gavin hopes that through Humanity in Action, she will create a lifelong network of friends &ho ar
passionate about human rights and that she will learn some of the tools necessary toie ageogifor
change.

The Humanity in Action Fellowship is highly interdisciplinary and features daily kestamd discussions
with renowned academics, journalists, politicians and activists, as wek agséis to government agencies,
non-profit and community organizations, museums and memorials. The programs seek to higldight diff
models of action to remedy injustice relating to diverse societies.
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This year’s Fellowship will end with a Humanity in Action International Conferemtieel border region
between Germany and Denmark from June 26 through June 29, at which all Fellows from all priiggam ci
will gather. The content of this final event will focus on the treatment and statusaritms in border

regions in Europe and around the world.

Since 1999, Humanity in Action has engaged more than 1,300 Fellows in its transatlantic studysprogram
focusing on past and present human rights and minority issues. Humanity in Action Fellows halve used t
knowledge gained in the programs and inspiration from one another to make a difference in pudsic ser
journalism, medicine, law, education, the arts, business and grassroots action. Humartignia énique
international network of leaders is a valuable resource to policy-makers, diploduatstoss, business
leaders and civic-minded individuals and organizations.

After she graduates, Gavin hopes to eventually work in the Emergency Aid Sector.

“I recently spent time in the Za'atari Camp for Syrian refugees at the borderaf8grdordan and was
absolutely transformed by the experience,” Gavin said. “No human being should ever have to face the
trauma and atrocities that the refugees faced in Syria nor the challenges they toritinediving in the
camps. | would love to do whatever small things | can do to ease their troubles and the troubées of ot
displaced persons around the world.”

Once her fellowship concludes, Gavin’s been offered a position with the United Natiorthmmaikdu,
